The committee serves as the board’s point-of-contact for setting priorities and guiding the investment of corporate resources to advance the vision and achieve the mission of the organization, in alignment with SSFC’s strategic plan, and consistent with the purpose and intent of specific funders and donors.

Committee duties include, but are not limited to, developing and implementing data-driven, evidenced-informed strategies for the
· Allocation of program funds, including 
· Overseeing the management of the annual process for the allocation of NCPC program funds.
· Evaluation of the performance of funded programs, including 
· Establishing relevant, measurable, program-specific goals and outcome metrics during and across funding years.
· Support for continuous quality improvement in funded programs, including
· Advising in identifying and implementing program-specific changes in the practices of funded programs during and across funding years.
The committee may develop policies and procedures for conducting its work, and its membership may include community volunteers.
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
